•the catholic leadership institute is a 
joy-filled, five-day experience for high 
school leaders.  cli uses engaging, hands-
on techniques to form and equip the 
youth of the erie diocese in becoming 
outstanding christian leaders and 
disciples in their school, parish, and in 
the larger community. using proven lead-
ership principles, the youth will discover 
and better appreciate how their God-
given talents and gifts can be used to 
build up and enliven any person, 
program, or community. 

 

what all happens @ cli? 
• many workshops/talks help teens to 
develop skills in leadership, 
communication, planning, group 
dynamics, prayer, organization, and deci-
sion-making. 

 

• small groups are a great opportunity to 
help teens to better understand the depth 
of our faith, as well as answer many of 
their questions about their personal faith 
experiences.  participants and team mem-
bers grow in faith together through 
discernment, decision-making, listening, 
prayer time, peer ministry, and 
affirmation.

• if you are now, or intend on being a 
sports team captain, a school officer, 
or help out in your parish - often times 
your coach, principal, or pastor will 
help you to pay for this retreat. 

 

• more than a fleeting experience, the 
youth will be sent back to their parish or 
school with the skills and confidence 
needed for continued growth and educa-
tion about their faith and leadership 
within that faith.
