for the St. Anne Award  

 

The St. Anne Medal is for adults working with Catholic members of national organizations serving Girl  

Scouts and is an award of the Department of Education, USCC.  It was inaugurated in 1957 and it was 

redesigned in 1980.  It is offered to the Diocese by the Youth Activities Office.  It is the highest national 

award in this field.  The purpose of the award is to honor the outstanding service of adults contributing 

to the spiritual development of Catholic members of girlsô organizations, and to further Catholic adult 

leadership in youth ministry through organizations serving girls (Girl Scouts). 

 

Suggested Guidelines for Nominee: 

 

The Nominee: 

 

1.   Has given minimum of seven years active service to youth as an adult member. 

 

2.   Promotes the Religious Award programs for Catholic members to participate in religious  

      recognition of  their faith. 

 

3.   Gives notable service in promoting Catholic activities and service projects for the church and 

      shows a willingness to serve on like committees. 

 

4.   Participates actively in the Adult Spiritual Motivation program, retreats, or days of  

      recollection.   Is instrumental in having others participate. 

 

5.   Gives outstanding service in promoting and participating in Girl Scout Sunday observances. 

 

6.   Gives notable service in extending Girl Scouting to more members under Catholic auspices. 

 

7.   Assists parishes and Catholic organizations in recruiting adults for key leadership positions in Girl 

Scouts. 

 

8.   Is fully trained in the skills of the organization and is known for his/her outstanding sense of  

      responsibility, humility, and good example. 

 

9.   Is responsible for Catholic Girl Scouts being transported to Mass from campsites and provides 

      for spiritual needs of non-Catholics in these groups. 

 

10. Creates a better understanding of the aims and ideals of the Girl Scouts by the clergy and laity  

      through the Catholic press and other communication media. 

 

11. Is instrumental in organizing and promoting Girl Scouts for all members regardless of race or 

      creed and/or provides leadership. 

 

12.  Encourages the true spirit of ecumenism (the inclusion of all faiths), parochial responsibility,  

      and Catholic leadership within girls organizations served. 

 

13.  Fosters good relationship with Girl Scout Council and is capable of interpreting Catholic programs 

to Girl Scout Council members. 
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 Guide for Selection of Candidates for the St. Elizabeth Ann Seton Award  
 
Aims and Purposes: 

 

The St. Elizabeth Ann Seton Award was created by the Department of Education, USCC, in 1980 to rec-

ognize the significant contributions of persons serving the spiritual needs of Catholic members in organ-

izations serving girls.  It is offered to the Diocese by the Youth Activities Office.  It is intended to rec-

ognize notable contributions to this field of Youth Ministry. 

 

Candidate Qualifications: 

 

The kind of person sought as a recipient of national adult recognition should be one of excellent charac-

ter and exemplary in every way. 

 

Recipients need not be Girl Scout members, although membership is preferred.  However, the recipient 

must be currently active with the Girl Scout organization. 

 

Catholic recipients should be exemplary Catholics, with the support of their parish community and their 

respective pastors.  Non-Catholic recipients should also be supported by their congregation and clergy 

and/or Catholic church they are working with. 

 

Suggested Guidelines: 

 

The Nominee: 

1.   Has given a minimum of three years active service with youth as an adult member. 

2.   participates in activities which contribute to the spiritual development of Catholic members  

     of national organizations serving girls, e.g. retreat weekends, days of recollection, Girl  

     Scout, Sunday observances. 

3.   Promotes the religious recognition programs available to Catholic members in the Diocese of Erie  

     and/or serves as a counselor. 

4.   Participated actively in adult spiritual motivation days. 

5.   encourages the true spirit of ecumenism (the inclusion of all faiths) as well as parochial  

      responsibility and Catholic leadership within the Girl Scout organization. 

6.   Contributes other service to the parish and community. 

 

Preliminary Requirements: 

 

The adult who is recommended must be of good character and an exemplary Catholic.  She/he must 

have a long term of service in Girl Scouting (seven years for St. Anne Award and three years for St. 

Elizabeth Ann Seton Award).  The adult must be currently serving in some capacity in the local council.  

No honorary awards can be made. 

 

The application form must be submitted by the adultôs parish priest.  The form must also be signed by 

the pastor and have his written approval attached.  The application must be sent to the Diocesan Girl 

Scout Office by February 28, of each year, after which selection will take place.

All parishes and sponsoring organizations in the Catholic Diocese are eligible to apply for this 

award.  One award per year will be given. 

 

Basic Guidelines: 
The Girl Scout Program should have been active for at least two years. 

Church related activities, religious awards, and training play an important part in evaluating the appli-

cation. All applications are due in the Diocesan Girl Scout Office by March 16, 2012.  NO applications 

will be considered after that date.

THE HISTORY OF THE ROSARY 

 
The traditional story of the rosary was that Mary herself appeared to Saint Dominic in the twelfth century. At that time, tradition 
says she gave him the rosary and promised Dominic that if he spread devotion to the rosary, his religious order would flourish. It 
is quite true that Dominic was quite devoted to the Blessed Mother, but no one knows for sure if Our Lady herself gave Dominic 
the rosary. If she did, it is quite certain that she did not give him a rosary that looks like the one we have today.  
 
Originally the rosary had 150 beads, the same number of psalms in the Bible. In the twelfth century, religious orders recited to-
gether the 150 Psalms as a way to mark the hours of the day and the days of the week. Those people who didnõt know how to read 
wanted to share in this practice, so praying on a string of 150 beads or knots began as a parallel to praying the psalms. It was a 
way that the illiterate could remember the Lord and his mother throughout the day. The òDivine Officeó; the official prayer of the 
church; is the recitation of the psalms over a four week period, and is still prayed today. 
 
This first rosary was prayed as we do today, a person would pass their fingers over each bead and say a prayer, usually the òOur 
Fatheró. The òHail Maryó as we know it wasnõt even around at that time.  
 
The Hail Mary owes its origin to the rosary. When people said the rosary in the twelfth century, Gabrielleõs greeting òHail Mary, 
full or grace, the Lord is with theeó was often said along with the Our Father. Later, Elizabethõs greeting óblessed are you among 
womenó was added. It was not until the sixteenth century that the words òHoly Mary., Mother of God, pray for us sinners now 
and at the hour of our deathó were added. 

 

How to pray the Rosary 

 
1. While holding the crucifix make the Sign of the Cross and then recite the Apostles Creed. 

2. Recite the Our Father on the first large bead. 

3. On each of the three small beads recite a Hail Mary for an increase of faith, hope and charity. 

4. Recite the Glory Be to the Father on the next large bead. 

5. Recall the first Rosary Mystery and recite the Our Father on the next large bead. ñ As a general rule, depending on the sea-

son, the Joyful Mysteries are said on Monday and Saturday, the Sorrowful Mysteries on Tuesday and Friday, The Glorious on 

Wednesday and Sunday, and the Luminous Mysteries on Thursday. 

6. On each of the adjacent ten small beads (also referred to as a decade) recite a Hail Mary while reflecting on the Mystery. 

7. On the next large bead, recite the Glory Be to the Father. The Fatima decade prayer may also be said. 

8. Each succeeding decade is prayed in a similar manner by recalling the appropriate mystery, reciting the Our Father, ten Hail 

Mary, the Glory Be to the Father, and the Fatima decade prayer (optional) while reflecting on the Mystery. 

9. When the fifth mystery is completed, the Rosary is Customarily concluded with the Hail, Holy Queen

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4 It will cause virtue and good works to flourish; it will obtain for souls the abundant mercy of God; it will withdraw the hearts 
of people from the love of the world and its vanities, and will lift them to the desire of eternal things. Oh, that souls would 
sanctify themselves by this means. 

5 The soul which recommends itself to me by the recitation of the Rosary, shall not perish. 

6 Whoever shall recite the Rosary devoutly, applying himself to the consideration of its Sacred Mysteries shall never be con-
quered by misfortune.
