Due to policies at Olmsted Manor, we need to secure reservations for a minimum 

of 20 participants for our retreat by April 17, 2019.  To make your reservation for 

the retreat, please complete the attached registration form and include a $20 

deposit (check payable to the Diocese of Erie) and mail it to Faye Froess.  If there 

are not 20 reservations by April 17, 2019, the retreat will need to be cancelled and deposits will be 

returned.  If you need to cancel your reservation after April 17th, you will forfeit your deposit.  If 

you cancel within 48 hours of your arrival for the retreat, you will forfeit your deposit and billed for 

the meals. 

You have several options for the Retreat and Quiet Days: 

.×ÛÐÖÕɯƕɯɯRetreat    Cost for the retreat is $95 (balance of $75 due upon arrival). This includes 

lodging for 1 night and 4 meals beginning on Tuesday, June 11th, with lunch at noon and ending 

with lunch at noon on Wednesday, June 12th.     

.×ÛÐÖÕɯƖɯɯEarly Quiet Day and Retreat   Arrival on Monday, June 10th, for the Early Quiet Day 

beginning with lunch at 12:00 pm and continuing through the Retreat days of Tuesday and 

Wednesday, June 11th and 12th, ending with lunch at noon on Wednesday, June 12th.  The cost for 

this option which includes lodging for 2 nights and 7 meals is $175 (balance of $155 due upon 

arrival). 

.×ÛÐÖÕɯƗɯɯRetreat and Final Quiet Day   Arrival on Tuesday, June 11th, with lunch at noon, 

continuing the retreat days of Wednesday and Thursday, June 12th and 13th, and ending with lunch 

at noon on the final quiet day on Thursday, June 13th.  The total cost for this option which includes 

lodging for 2 nights and 7 meals is $175 (balance of $155 due upon arrival). 

.×ÛÐÖÕɯƘɯɯRetreat and Early Quiet Day and Final Quiet Day   Arrival on Monday, June 10th for 

Early Quiet Day beginning with lunch at 12:00 pm, Retreat days of Tuesday and Wednesday, June 

11th and 12th, and Final Quiet Day ending with lunch at noon on Thursday, June 13th.  The total 

cost for this option which includes lodging for 3 nights and 10 meals is $255 (balance of $235 due 

upon arrival).    

The possibility of reserving a private room is dependent on the number of registrations received 

for the retreat and will be reserved in the order that registrations are received.  Please note on the 

ɁRoom Requestɂɯline of your Registration Form if you are interested.  The cost for a private room is 

$10 additional per night.
