If not married, he/she is living a life in conformity with the single state i.e., not cohabi-
tating or living in a publically known immoral situation;

He/she is in agreement with and willing to impart the teachings of the Catholic Church as
taught by the Church’s magisterium;

He/she will lead by example, encourage students to learn and practice the faith by word
and deed.

He/she lives a life free of scandal, and is not bound by any ecclesiastical penalty.
